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1. Executive summary

The August floods in Ghana, affecting in particutae three northern regions, caused a
humanitarian situation, the scale of which the ¢nuhas not experienced in many years, if
ever.

The existing Government mechanisms, the resiliehdbe people and the tradition of the
extended family caring for its own have meant that ill-effects of large displacement to
public places have been limited. However, the damty crops, assets and livelihood,
together with the environmental effects of stagnantl receding water provide the
ingredients for a potential disaster for a poputetithat is already vulnerable, placing them
even further at risk.

Initial Government figures indicated that 260,b@@ople living in the three northern regions
of the country were affected. Even though theseréig, as in most emergencies are crude and
preliminary, the immediate needs are clear; fooedess to safe drinking water and mosquito
nets. Also, there is still a need for shelter irafic areas where people are currently staying
out in the open air or in public buildings.

Medium and longer term needs include restorationlivélihood and rehabilitation of
infrastructure to promote commercial activities aadess to areas cut off by the flood$e
livelihood issue is a combination of crops and fetacks lost in the flooding, as well as the
drought experienced earlier this year. Additionalhere is a continuous erosion of household
assets with a negative spiral of debt.

In order to address the above-mentioned immedmag¢elium and long-term needs as well as
prevent further deterioration of the situation,rclinated approach among all involved is
being promoted. If the immediate needs are notnilgaddressed, there is likely to be high
risk of epidemic outbreaks of water-borne diseawkatute malnutrition. At the same time, it
should be acknowledged that the medium and long-te¥eds must be addressed in order to
provide a sustainable solution to the situation preent a further set-back to these regions
as a whole. Therefore, appropriate linkages betwiegnediate, medium and long-term
response should be ensured as these areas adepaedent.

2. Introduction

The 2007 planting season witnessed below averagfltdrom late May to mid July in the
three northern regions of Ghana (Upper West, Ujifsest and Northern). The end of the
prolonged dry spell marked the beginning of interaefall, with more than 300 millimetres
of rainfall in August alone, resulting in severedtling in valleys and low-lying areas. The
areas along the Black and White Volta in particalad their tributaries were affected and the
situation was compounded by the spillage of ther&&pm in Burkina Faso.

Floods are a common feature in the country, widasubeing cut off from time to time during
the rainy season, hence certain community copinchar@sms are in place. However, it was
this year’s combination of cumulative events (faiample prolonged dry spell, abnormal
torrential rains and the spillage of the Bagre DamBurkina Faso) that caused the
humanitarian situation.

According to initial figures from the Government,east 18 people were killed and 260,000
affected (Upper West region 250, Upper East re@0r000; Northern region 227,817).
Damage caused by the floods included the destrucfithousands of homes, disrupted water
supply systems and loss of cropped farms and bekstAlso, public infrastructure such as
schools and road networks suffered damages dueettbonds, including the collapse of nine
bridges.

In view of the magnitude of the floods, the Goveeminof Ghana declared the three northern
regions as a Disaster Zone on the 12 September 2007

His Excellency, the President of the Republic ofa@d announced the establishment of an
Inter-Ministerial Disaster Relief Committee as waedl regional and district task force teams to
oversee the relief effort in the affected areasgi®eal authorities appealed to the
Government, charitable organisations, religiousié®dnd Non-Governmental Organisations
(NGOs) for assistance and so far, several tonslfritems have been delivered to the
affected areas.

The United Nations responded by mobilizing in-coyrdapacities. A disaster management
team was deployed to support the UN Country Team (UN®Y) providing technical
services, principally in on-site coordination, infaation management and assessment.

Also, the Red Cross and Red Crescent Movement hasglized in-country as well as
international resources to respond to the emergehoysupport the national Red Cross
society, a Field Assessment Coordination Team (FAEAs deployed.

To consolidate existing information available oe thumanitarian situation and provide the
foundation for a coordinated approach to the rehipérations, a Joint Rapid Assessment
under the leadership of the national authorities indiated in the affected regions.

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3. Assessment methodology

The Joint Rapid Assessment was conducted from 120tdSeptember 2007 under the

leadership of the national authorities with paption from the humanitarian community

(development partners) and media representativesessments were conducted in affected
areas of the Upper East, Upper West and Northegjinrie using road and air transportafion

To facilitate information gathering during the jbimapid assessment, a multi-sectoral
questionnaire and a check listas developed in cooperation with the nationaharities and
the humanitarian community. However, due to timasta@ints, it was not possible to fully
utilize the questionnaire with a statistically repentative sampling. It therefore served more
as a checklist to guide group interviews. As a damgnt to the questionnaire, information
gathered during interviews and briefings served aafoundation for discussion and
information exchange at the humanitarian coordimatineetings that were held each day,
facilitated by the UR

This report is based on information obtained duthgvisits as well as information from the
Government and the humanitarian community. It sthdaé noted, that the report findings
focus on immediate needs without neglecting theinmedand long-term needs. Immediate
needs have to be addressed in order to save Inces\aert more adverse effects on the most
vulnerable groups. This should be immediately fo#d by mitigating efforts on agriculture

production including alternative livelihood schemé&ince the region is already lacking
behind in terms of development, it is importantstoess that the medium and long-term
activities should be worked on simultaneously tovjfe a more sustainable solution.

4. Assessment findings focusing on immediate impact

a. Food security
Food is considered a priority need for the affecpegpulation in the short term; food
assistance targeting the most vulnerable groupsidgtioerefore be given priority attention.

The floods destroyed cropped fields and washed aveaysehold stocks, seed stocks and
livestock. The majority of displaced persons aven§ with host families, placing increasing
pressure on household food security. There wanargl trend of people living on two meals
per day among families interviewed inorder to cdtar displaced families. However, it
should be noted that reduced food intake is nobremmeon at this time of the year. The major
concern lies with the lost crops and food stocksesistocks will not be replenished until next
year’s harvest.

Acutely displaced populations living in schoolanf@rary camps and community structures
are receiving little or no food assistance andwiie leafy greens that they have been relying
on are now exhausted or rotten underwater. Cordparéast month and last year, prices of
all staples have seen a 60-100% increase sincfoiding, reducing food access for the

affected population. There is also shortage ofageifbod items in some markets as a result of
reduced access, due to flooded roads and submiengees.

An in-depth food needs assessment will be requivedientify needs and refine targets to
ensure effective implementation of food-based gafet interventions that will be needed to
assist affected populations to rebuild their likebbhds while maintaining the nutritional status
of the most vulnerable groups.



Estimated needs to cover an initial 75,000 extrgnelnerable beneficiaries with full rations
for 3 months are 2,835 MT of cereals, 338 MT ofspsl 225MT vegetable oil and 34 MT of
salt. An additional 225 MT of blended food and 9 MiTsugar will be required to meet the
special nutritional needs of 7,500 pregnant/lactativomen and 2,500 moderately
malnourished children under-5years.

The floods may result in ecological changes in fpoaduction since the dams that are now
destroyed provided water for farming even during diny season. Also, coarse sand from the
rivers has mixed with the soil which may have aatisg@ impact on future agricultural
production.

b. Water and sanitation
Lack of access to safe drinking water due to comtated water sources poses an imminent
threat to people’s lives. In general, the physstalctures of the water supply facilities have
not been severely damaged, but as a result oldbdd some communities have been cut off
from their main sources of water for several dayd a limited number of communities may
still not have access to their usual source of w&tewever, during rainy season, rain is one
of the major sources of drinking water for ruralnmouounities, mainly because of its
convenience. Rainwater is therefore regarded a saiece of drinking water if it is well
stored and handled.

The most affected communities are generally thosatéd along the river banks. Being close
to this source of water, most of the affected giia therefore have boreholes and /or wells.

The sanitation coverage (existing latrines) intlatee regions are, according to observations
made in visited areas, basically none existingloMonhg the floods, the faecal matter exposed
to the open has been washed out. It is therefaiahlikely that groundwater sources have

been contaminated as a result of the floods sprgatie faecal matter. The most exposed
water sources are the open wells, which represkatmajority of wells in the affected areas.

Therefore, the risk of contamination of groundwaseurces in affected communities is

virtually 100%. However, bacteriological analyses/é not yet been carried out to confirm

this hypothesis.

Immediate response includes distribution of aqudeta for household water purification,
distribution of ceramic filters and hygiene kits w&sll as education. Medium to long-term
response include hygiene promotion, rehabilitatddrlatrines and disinfection of existing
water supply sources.

c. Health and nutrition
Potential outbreak of waterborne diseases and acabeutrition is a common risk following
floods.
There have not yet been any reported outbreaks aiervborne related diseases as a
consequence of the floods even though reportsatalislightly higher numbers of diarrhoea
cases than normal. Also, malaria incidence is esirg due to the higher number of stagnant
water bodies, but this is a normal trend for timset of year. However, the visits conducted
during the joint assessment only covered generastipns concerning health and nutrition
and the situation needs to be closely monitoredlissover abnormal trends as early as
possible



The Ghana Health Services are providing medicabstgdo the affected population and are
also currently undertaking a more detailed asseasisima anticipation of a rise in incidences
of disease outbreak, disease surveillance is bategsified as well as orientation for health
workers on surveillance, case and outbreak invastly and management. Details
assessments will be required over the next weeks.

In the medium term, there is a risk of increasgumea worm cases, as a consequence of the
migration movements from affected to neighbourimmmunities, the creation of “new”
temporary ponds and the inaccessibility to usuak® of water obliging people to fetch
water from dams or ponds.

The nutritional status of pregnant and lactatingn&a, children below the age of five and
babies is of particular concern and should be tfasenitored in the coming weeks.
Supplementary feeding is necessary to ensure timatptegnant/lactating mothers and
malnourished children receive their essential cakand nutritional needs.

d. Education
A child unable to attend school is deprived notyanil his/her right to education but is also
unable to mingle and play with friends, which paes a powerful breathing space and venue
to cope with the abnormal external environment.

The overall damage to schools appears to be limDesnage to concrete schools is very
limited but there are reports of collapsed mud sthdHowever, it is not yet possible to get a
complete overview of damage to schools, and therg also be quite a few mud schools that
will collapse in the weeks to come due to weak d@athaged constructions.

Additionally, there are still inaccessible areasewehlittle information is available which
prevents a comprehensive assessment of the odaralge.

Field visits confirmed that almost all schools hastarted the new academic year and
attendance seems to be good. Some schools are ussdgas temporary accommodation for
the displaced, but it appears that this has netctdtl the start of the new academic year since
the displaced vacate the schools during day timogvadg classes to continue as normal.

The Director General has requested all DistriceCtiors to generate situation reports in order
to provide detailed information on the situationpexning how the floods have affected
schools and education. Having a complete list ofl mehools in the affected areas will allow
targeted assessment visits to verify actual dart@atgeese schools.

The field visits made it clear that many people éhéost their livelihoods and crops in the
affected areas, but the time constraints duringfiblel visits made it difficult to gather
guantified information. Children, particularly grl among displaced people and those
families that have lost their livelihood are pautarly at risk of not attending school.

Due to increased poverty and loss of source ofmmegarents may send their older children
to the cities to find work and/or keep their youngaildren out of school to work in the
household or in the farms. They may also no lorggre the resources to pay for the
minimum school requirements.



e. Shelter
According to Government figures, 15,20Bouses in the Upper East Region alone were
damaged following the floods. However, the strongpieg mechanisms within the
communities allowed a majority of the displaced&absorbed by the communities staying
with family and/or friends. Only a limited numbermeople are left living in public buildings
or out in the open air. Immediate shelter needst@ngrovide temporary housing for those
staying in the open air and secondly for thoseistay public buildings.
Longer term needs relate to rebuilding of housds¢chvmay not be possible before the end of
the rainy season as most houses are mud houses.

5. Assessment findings on medium and long-term impact

During the assessment, it was evident that in ewidib the emergency response, actions are
required to address the medium and long-term néBusse needs are primarily related to
restoration of livelihood and further development arder to provide more sustainable
solutions and prevent further set-backs to theoregis a whole. Also, appropriate linkages
must be ensured between immediate, medium andté&ng-response as these areas are
interdependent thus inseparable.

At this stage it is not possible to give a detaib@@rview of the medium and long-term needs
since further in-depth assessments are requirddnatie different sectors.

Infrastructure repair will be a major effort. Aneview of destroyed/affected dams, bridges
and culverts can be found in annex F.

7. Logistic strategy in support of the overall coordiration response

Functional logistics is vital for the implementatiof emergency operations to ensure that
relief reaches the affected population.

Tamale is the main logistics hub for Northern, Upgast and Upper West regions and is
accessible from both Accra and Burkina Faso. Matitogistics structures already exist and
will be used to the maximum extent. Both Healtll &ducation sectors have warehousing
capacity in Tamale and distribution mechanisms daweommunity level in Northern, Upper
East and Upper West Regions. These structuresdwillsed to their full capacity. Any gaps
will be filled by a World Food Programme (WFP) sigéoperation and other UN agencies.
This will include additional storage facilities amgnsport as required. An additional hub
will be set up in Bolgatanga for any relief itemrsivang from Burkina Faso that are to be
delivered to Upper East Region.

According to the National Disaster Management Oigggion (NADMO), a number of areas
remain inaccessible by road. In Northern Distbetboya, Saboba, Kparsemkpe and Yagba
(part of Overseas Territories) can only be accegsselelicopter. The surrounding villages
are also inaccessible and small boats will be requio reach them. In Upper West Region
Mwanbasi and Dabo in Wa West and Santejam, WurbuMa Kataso, Gowsi and Papun in
Sissala East are only accessible by helicopteres@lare the traditional Overseas Territories
that are cut off every year. It is possible for BVt rapidly mobilize helicopters and boats
should this be required as a compliment to Govenmresources.

All areas in Upper East Region remain accessiblebhg despite many bridges being broken.
The main ones are Kilungungu, Swaku-Garu, Manyayfdfmo-Chuchuliga and Sissili. In
the Northern region, the Daboya bridge is broken.

An emergency coordination mechanism has been putpiace in Northern Region bringing
together the Regional Co-ordination Council, NADNM@d sectoral representatives from the
humanitarian community.

Access to fuel in the affected areas appears nu gproblem.



8. Additional general recommendations and activitiesd be address with priority

The United Nations is working in partnership witetGovernment of Ghana. A jointly
developed information management system, logisecedngements and relief distribution
system has been established. This will ensure tekeéf reaches the most vulnerable
population in the coming days and contributes sastainable disaster management system.

To utilise available resources in an effective nannt is important to continue the
coordinated approach and ensure sustainabilitystafbéished coordination mechanisms. The
Regional Coordination Council (RCC) took the leadperational/sectoral coordination with
the wider humanitarian community as its partnercofmon understanding of terminology
would also benefit the coordination process as dahé continued work with establishing
sectoral groups.

To complement the information obtained during tlmntj rapid assessment, in-depth
assessments within the different sectors must loen@ed. This will also provide an
opportunity to fill information gaps as well as komore closely into the medium and long-
term needs.

Objective:

The principal objective of this assessment is to quickly and roughly describe and assess the current humanitarian
situation in the sites and how and where immediate assistance to be first directed to have the greatest impact.

This initial assessment has been designed in order to consolidate existing information available on the magnitude of
the floods, the geographic areas affected and the severity of the impact on the population.

Immediate Assessment Objectives are to:
1- Identify areas affected by flooding:

- number of people affected (total population affected)
- number of IDPs (living in camps or public places)
- number of IDPs living with host families
- the likely impact on food security and other humanitarian concerns
2- Recommendations for: immediate life-saving assistance, if needed; the localities and priority topics on which a

follow-on rapid assessment should focus, if required; and the type and scale of assistance, if any, that might be
needed.

Methodology
1. General information to be collected (by means of a check list) by team leader through joint meeting with :
- Disaster district management committee
- Local authorities (by sector)
- Representative of Groups/ Associations/ NGOS on-site
Additional information can be gathered through:
- Local trader/ market place
- Community leaders
2. Detailed assessment at village level

The number of visits to communities will be determined upon sample size (which is to be determined). Assessment
teams will use the questionnaire with a focus group discussion.

The aim of the questionnaire is to collect information on location of affected communities, type of accommodation
people are currently living in, condition of key infrastructures and facilities, main actors already providing assistance
should be drawn by the team to synthesise at district level all information collected.

Assessment team members will receive an orientation on the rapid assessment process and tool.
